LETTER BOX JELLY BEANS

Unfinished Block = approximately 6 2 “x12 %4 “

Finished Block = 6” x 12”

| found this quilt in an old quilting magazine and it is just perfect as
a summer quilt. So we would like you to use summer colour shades
of textured and/or batik fabrics for this block. If you would like to
make multiple blocks, it would be great if you could make multiples
of three. The photo at the bottom of the second page shows you
how they are assembled in groups of three blocks.

For one block, cut the following, using three colours:
Colour one: Cut (1) centre rectangle —2 % “x 4 %"
Colour two: Cut (2) inner side rectangles — 1 %" x 4 1“
Cut (2) inner top/bottom rectangles — 2 %" x 4 15"
Colour three: Cut (2) outer side rectangles- 1 %" x 8 %"
Cut (2) outer top/bottom rectangles —2 %" x 6 14"

See layout pictured right

1. Using a % “ seam allowance, stitch your two

inner side rectangles to each long side of the

centre rectangle. Press seams to outside edges

(see photo at left).

2. Stitch your inner top and bottom rectangles

in place to enclose the centre rectangle (see
photo at right). Press all seams towards the

- outside edges.
P
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3. Repeat this process with the outer side rectangles and top/bottom rectangles to form
a complete rectangle (see photos below). Press all seams towards outside edges.
